One night her world melts away into nothingness and she and Aaron McKay,
the man who saves her life, are chased by an ominous encroaching Shadow, and her life as she
knows it ceases to exist.

Aaron McKay helps her learn what being a Storyteller is about, and it seems to be just what
Hannah has always dreamed of, being able to use her creative thinking in more ways than just
pen and paper. As they continue to learn about their new abilities, they find the train that takes
them through multicolored stars to a new world called Anterria.

With the dream comes the darkness of the Shadow and new responsibilities that stretch the
limits of their minds and bodies. The Shadow's ancient crime is uncovered, along with his
frightening abilities, as well as his mission to control the cosmos and destroy anything that
hinders him.
